	· The focus of this presentation is to show you the restoration of Tower No. 7 in Killiney, but in its proper context.

· I am, therefore, starting with a little more general history, in particular that of the defence of Killiney Bay in the Napoleonic era.

· The presentation is in two parts: (i) the defence of the bay, and (ii) the history of restoration of Tower No. 7

	· In the 1970s I was chasing up the history of the area where I then lived – Ballybrack and Killiney Bay.

	· I found a reference in the Hayes catalogue in the National Library to a document entitled “Reconoisse militaire de la Bay de Killeeny” written by a Major La Chaussé in 1797. The document itself was in the British Museum.

· Reading the document, I thought I had come across the report of a French spy who was seeking out the gaps and weaknesses in the Bay's defences in order to facilitate an invasion by the French fleet.

· And what a spy. He knew everything. The lie of the land, the occupants of the houses etc.

· I thought I'd become famous on the spot.

· The major's orders were reproduced at the end of the document and unfortunately they turned out to be in English.

· The report had been prepared, therefore, as part of the defence of the Bay rather than for its attack.

	· Since 1793 the British authorities feared a seaborne attack. They identified Dublin as one of the likely locations, and in Dublin, Killiney Bay.

· Since 1795 the single defence of the Bay had been the military camp at Loughlinstown (about 4,000 troops). The camp was also intended to protect the city itself against the indigenous revolutionaries of the time, the United Irishmen.

· The camp was closed in 1799 (another story)

· But in 1797 it was there and was integral to La Chaussée's plan

	· Lord Carhampton, the Commander of th British forces (1796-1798), was worried about a seaborne invasion and it was he who ordered the survey of the Bay.

· His fear was not exaggerated.

· In 1796 a fleet of 45 ships with 15,000 troops had left Brest, in France, for Bantry Bay.

· And later in 1798, General Humbert and 1,000 troops arrived in Killala.

	· Charles de la Chaussée, born 28 July 1753
· Aged 16 he entered the Grand Écurie as a page to the King (you had to prove your family's nobility since 1550)

· After that he went into the French army.

· In XXXX he married [Françoise Rufine de Bourgogne, a direct descendant of the French King Jean le bon [b. 1319 king 1350 – 64 death]

· In 1793, as the post revolutionary period was hotting up, he left France

· In 1797 he was in Ireland (two surveys Killiney & Cork)

· Then back to London

· In 1804 he was an intermediary between the British government and the Royalist French émigrés who were attempting to restore the monarchy in France.

	· In the course of this work La Chaussée corresponded with Philippe d'Auvergne in Jersey (Channel Islands)

	· Philippe was tasked by the British government with (i) defending the Channel Islands against the French, (ii) maintaining a spy network within France, (iii) looking after and financing the Royalist émigrés in Jersey.

	· La Chaussée corresponded with  Georges Cadoudal, le chef des Chouans.

	· In 1804 La Chaussée passed on British government funding to another intermediary to finance the attempt on Napoleon's life by Picot and Leebourgeois. This failed. The two potential assassins were captured and executed. Georges Cadoudal was also rounded up and executed. .
	
	

	
	· After 1814 he resumeed his military career in France
· In 1815 he was made chevalier in the Royal and Military Order of St. Louis

· In 1816 he retired with the rank of Captain (retrospective to 1791)
	
	

	
	· So, in surveying Killiney and Bantry, in financing attempts to assassinate Napoleon and subsequently being honoured by the restored monarchy, he turns out to have been an important guy in French, English and Irish history.

	· So back to his Report.

· Both his orders and his responses were precise.

· Example: 

· #2. Where to draw them [encamped troops] up for the purpose of attacking an enemy attempting to debark.
· “Les trois points principaux où il est le plus probable que l'Ennemi tentera de mettre à terre, sont ceux où La Falaise baissent tout-à-fait. Etc.”

	· Even though La Chaussée did give precise answers to individual orders, he nevertheless preferred to draw up a synthetic overall view of the Bay which would deal with it in its entirety.
	
	

	
	· So here is the curve of the Bay?

	· But one observation which I found interesting but completely unexpected:

	· The second map is the one which interests us the most.

· The primary defences would fire on the ships and are positioned so as to maintain continuity/overlap of fire.

· The secondary defences, known as enfilade, while capable of firing at the ships, had as their main target the enemy on the beach, if he got that far.

· Techological advances had rendered the towers obsolete

· They were all sold either to local authorities or to individuals

· Examples of those which remain in Killiney are:

· Nrs. 2 & 6 to private individuals

· Nr.8 to the railway company (initially for a station and then as station master's house), today a private dwelling.

· Nrs. 7 & 9 to local authorities (Killiney & Dalkey). 

· Nr. 7 now privately restored. Nr.9 to be renovated by DLRcoco
